Bangladesh is 85 percent Muslim, with minorities of Hindus, Buddhists and
Christians. In the past few years, tens of thousands of Bangladeshis have come
to Christ in an incredible church-planting movement. Christian representatives
in the country are tinding many Bangladeshis open to hearing about Isa (Jesus),
especially when presented the Gospel using the Quran as a bridge.

God of all nations, we pray that the
government of Bangladesh will
stabilize in a way that benefits her
people. Lead Your chosen sons and
daughters into positions of influence
in the government.
